Summer Sports has a zero tolerance policy for player and spectator misconduct. 

 
Youth & Adult Summer Sports Mission 
To develop a positive sportsmanship skills and athletic ability in a positive, safe, and fun environment. Players, 
spectators and staff all play an important role in meeting our mission. 

 
The Code of Conduct for Youth and Adult Sports 
Players and spectators are expected to support league staff and officials, treat the facilities with respect and 
demonstrate good sportsmanship at all times. 

 
 Zero Tolerance Statement for All Sports 

Verbal and physical abuse, as well as abuse of facilities will not be tolerated. Infractions may be grounds for a 

suspension period or expulsion from future Giao Xu Cac Thanh Tu Dao Vietnam Sports participation. The 

zero-tolerance policy applies to players and spectators. All spectators, & players are required to follow the 

following conduct: 

 
• Spectators are expected to encourage their team and their opponents. 
• Spectators and players are expected to support our league officials and understand that officiating is not an easy 
task. Officials are guaranteed to make errors just as everyone else does in the course of a game. 
• All players and spectators are expected to follow the Giao Xu Cac Thanh Tu Dao Vietnam summer sport 

guidelines, and be respectful of the facility at all times 
• Negative comments towards players, coaches, officials or Giao Xu Cac Thanh Tu Dao Vietnam volunteer 
representatives will result in the spectators or players will be asked to leave the facility. Failure to comply will 
result in an automatic forfeit for their team. 
• Aggressive behavior towards participants or other spectators will not be tolerated. Behavior of this type will result 

in being escorted from the facility. NO EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE TO THIS RULE. 
• Spectators must stay in the designated area. Game officials will have the authority to call a forfeit if a spectator 
refuses to comply with game officials’ directions regarding parents in off limits areas. 
• If a spectator or player commits any of the following acts they will be ejected from the game and facility. 
• Disrespectfully addressing a league or facility staff person. 

• Using profane or inappropriate language or obscene gestures to a league or facility staff person. 
• Physically touching, pushing or hitting a league or facility staff person. Game officials have full discretion to 
interpret and apply the rules. Game officials‛ decisions will be final, and results will not be subject to appeal.
